Take over the patrol in the absence of the patrol leader.

Know what patrol members and other leaders can do.

Set a good example.

Wear the uniform correctly.

Live by the Scout Oath and Scout Law.

SPECIFIC RESPONSIBILITIES:
Show scout spirit


Have good attendance (Maximum of two excused absences during term).


Wear full uniform to all meetings.

Assist the patrol leader in maintaining patrol discipline.

Complete patrol projects assigned by the Senior Patrol Leader (SPL). 

REQUIREMENTS OF OFFICE:
Attend troop Junior Leader Training (JLT) prior to election.
